INGREDIENTS     

500 grams chuck roast or blade steak 

2 tablespoons flour 

Several grinds of black pepper 

1 teaspoon  salt 

1/2 cup of water 

4 sheets of puff pastry 

1 beaten egg for glaze 

Instant gravy  

 
METHOD 

Trim fat and any gristle from the meat and slice meat against the grain and then dice into small pieces.  Dust with flour, salt and pepper.  Place meat in a metal or glass bowl over a pan of water or double 

boiler.  Add 1/2 cup of water to meat.  Simmer for up to 2 hours or until the meat is very tender.  Keep a close eye on water level of bottom saucepan throughout this process.  Allow to cool completely.  

Make gravy from scratch or use an instant gravy and mix with the prepared meat, gravy consistency is up to the individual.  Using pie pans or even a large muffin trays sprayed with cooking spray or 

dusted with flour for the pastry cases, place circular cut pastry into cases, add mixture and place a circular cut pastry slice to the tops of each pie.  Crimp the edges, a kitchen fork will suffice.  Glaze the 

pastry with the beaten egg and cook in preheated oven approximately 180 degrees for 25 minutes.  For different results add onion, mushrooms, curry or anything you desire or try any other type of instant 

gravy found in the supermarket to your taste.
